On a note concerning the health and cleanliness of the entire school as well as the kitchens, we are able to boast loudly after the 
recent visit by Ministry of Health on a tour of inspection. The conclusion is that the cleanliness and facilities and the entire modus 
operandi of the Academy beats all of the universities and colleges in Malawi as well as the hospitals and most of the top hotels. 
  
We have worked exceptionally hard to get the sports fields operational and our deepest thanks to Mr. E. N’gonamo for his dedica-
tion and enthusiasm. It is wonderful to see a teacher with such passion not only for his discipline but for the facilities. Mr. N’go-
namo has worked tirelessly on the fields to provide your children with the very best. Parents  he is deserving of your fullest sup-
port and deepest thanks for his remarkable input. Kalibu Academy is blessed to have him on team. Remember, we are about holis-
tic education at Kalibu Academy and sport is of extreme importance. With the heavy rains we have had massive “wash aways” on 
our new fields and a vast amount of work still needs to be done. Parents, we need your help to assist in finishing off these fields. 
We need anyone who can make available or knows those positioned to make available those huge tip trucks to deliver 100 loads 
of top soil especially for the athletics field. The Academy drilled a borehole and hit a subterranean aquifer that is currently supply-
ing abundant water for the fields through an artesian well. We will soon have the best soccer fields and athletics tracks in the 
country but we need your assistance. Anyone who knows of a larger roller please come forward and offer your services.

We are beyond thrilled with the results of our first international IGCSE examinations out of Cambridge University. Of the 59 stu-
dents who wrote all 59 passed with a full certificate.
