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“To the intent that now unto the principalities and
powers in heavenly places might be known by the
church the manifold wisdom of God.” (Eph 3: 10) |
have shared this powerful and demanding Scripture
before but recently the Lord spoke to me in a very
clear way about our Christian responsibility and duty
to speak out. Once again it is an issue of " All that is
necessary for the triumph of evil is that good men
do nothing." (Edmund Burke) So much of our
effort and momentum are wasted and misdirected by
our fighting wars that should never be fought. We
get so embroiled in wanting our way that we expend
vast amounts of energy that should be better used for
Kingdom advance. Our failure to confront the enemy
and evil in all of its guises LEGITIMIZES the enemy
in his ill intent. God has given us a voice and He
requires us as believers to use that voice.

Silence on any disagreeable matter is tantamount to
an endorsement of that issue. Christians are too silent
on issues that are really important. When believers
stand idly by and say nothing they are encouraging
the principalities and powers of darkness to be bold.
It seems that the prevailing attitude in Christian
circlesis, “What can my voice do? Why bother?’ Let
us be reminded that it was the endeavor and tenacity
of one woman who had a voice against prayer in
schools in USA. Her voice was heard because she
did not shut up and she did not quit. It was the voice
of one woman that brought in abortion for the very
same reasons. We forget as believers that we have
the power of the blessed Holy Spirit and the witness
of the heavenly host. Our voice encourages and
blesses them as much as our silence demotivates
them. If we only understood this powerful principle,
we would never cease to use our voice ho matter
whether or not anybody on earth would listen. It is
not about affairs on earth that matter. What happens
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in the natural is dictated by what happens in the spiritual realm. The
most important fact is that the principalities and powers in heavenly
places both of those of light and darkness hear what we have to say
and our bold declaration of truth makes an enormous impact on them.
In the world of today with all the multi-media systems at our disposal,
the internet, face book, twitter and a host of other means of making
our voice heard, the believer has a RESPONSIBILITY to speak out
and to speak out boldly for Christ and His Gospel. | am not suggesting
that we get caught up in the host of social issues that are unending.
When society which is now ruled by liberal humanism and New Age
agendas blasphemes His name and comes against His Word, we are
duty- bound to speak out. In the natural there will not be any positive
response but it is in the spiritual realm that something significant
happens.

Firstly, | have no doubt at al that there will be enormous libraries in
heaven that will contain volumes upon volumes recording every word
we have ever spoken on earth in defense of the Lord, His people and
His Word. It therefore behooves usto speak.

Secondly, the power of the pen and written word is enormous and will
reach where we will never go.

Thirdly, the angels of the Lord are supremely blessed and encouraged
when they hear us boldly declaring truth to the heavens. In an amazing
way, such declarations empower them.

Fourthly, bold declarations of the truth are a stumbling block to the
powers of darkness and thisin turn has an impact on the natural world.
We are commanded of the Lord, “Thou shalt not be afraid for the
terror by night; nor for the arrow that flieth by day.” (Ps 91: 5) Part of
the arrows that are fired by the enemy and fly by day are wicked
words sent to destabilize and overcome the believer. All of us know
the power of devastating words that have been spoken at us in anger
and offense, often by believers. “Death and life are in the power of the
tongue: and they that love it shal eat the fruit thereof.” This is a
spiritual truth and principle. The Word boldly declares, “And they
overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word (prophecy)
of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.” We
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are duty-bound to speak out and to speak loudly and boldly. When standing in the authority of the Lord, we overcome the enemy
by the WORD of our testimony. What a powerful reason to shout out and declare the victory and majesty of the Lord.

Heaven is waiting for you to speak the Word of truth, to write it and to protest against evil. The reason that a Hitler arose in
Germany is because the church stood by and said and did nothing. In behaving thus, the German church legitimized the enemy
who became bold and pompous. Nothing has changed for millennia. Israel cried for a king like the kings of the Canaanites and
they received Saul, a man after the PEOPLES' hearts. Then, Israel saw a shepherd boy but the Lord chose Him a king after the
Lord's heart. We have been given the oracles of the Lord and we certainly need to use them.
